From Your Pastor

Message of the Week

A=

Coming to actively participate in the Sacred Sacrifice of the Mass on this Sunday of the Exaltation of the Cross
I cannot but thank you for coming. In retrospect I am exceedingly grateful to you all the people of God how we
came together as Holy Name Parish to celebrate the Jubilee Year Mass and our Annual picnic as Christ's family.
It showed us all how together as a community we have grown and the next steps we are putting together to
evangelize one another. May Our Creator continue to inspire us His way.

Today dear brothers and sisters in Christ, we reflect on a profound paradox-how an instrument of death became
our symbol of eternal life. The Readings guide us through this transformative journey.

In the Book of Numbers, we encounter the Israelites in the desert, suffering from the serpent bites due to their
complaints against God. The Lord instructs Moses to craft a bronze serpent and mount it on a pole-those who
look upon it are healed. This prefigures Christ's crucifixion, where looking upon His sacrifice brings spiritual
healing.

As psalm 78 reminds us, "Listen my people, to my teaching; incline your ears to the words of my mouth." Like
a compassionate parent, God consistently shows mercy despite our transgressions. The Psalmist metaphorically
portrays God as a shepherd, guiding His flock with understanding and patience.

The Reading from Saint Paul to the Philippians presents Christ's ultimate humility-though divine, "He emptied
Himself" to become human and accept death on a cross. Like a seed that must fall to the ground and die to bear
fruit, Christ's death brings forth abundant life.

John's Gospel crystallizes this mystery: " For God so loved the World that he gave His Only Son." Just as
Moses lifted the serpent, Christ was lifted up so that we believers might have eternal life. The Cross becomes
our bridge between Earth and Heaven, transforming us from a symbol of shame to one of Glory.

Consider how often in life our greatest challenges become stopping stones to grace. The Cross teaches us that
through Christ, our suffering can be transformed into redemption. As we celebrate the Exaltation of the Cross,
may we like the Israelites, look upon Christ's sacrifice with faith, finding healing and hope in its saving power.

Mensaje Del Pastor, John Chrysostom Tibakunirwa
Al venir a participar activamente en el Santo Sacrificio de la Misa en este Domingo de la Exaltaciéon de la Cruz, no
puedo sino darles las gracias por estar aqui presentes. Al mirar en retrospectiva, estoy profundamente agradecido con
ustedes, pueblo de Dios, por como nos reunimos como Parroquia Santo Nombre para celebrar la Misa del Afio
Jubilar y nuestro picnic anual como familia en Cristo. Esto nos mostré como, unidos como comunidad, hemos crecido, y
los préximos pasos que estamos tomando para evangelizarnos unos a otros. Que nuestro Creador contintie
inspirandonos en Su camino.
Hoy, queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo, reflexionamos sobre una paradoja profunda: cémo un instrumento de
muerte se convirtié en nuestro simbolo de vida eterna. Las lecturas nos guian en este camino transformador.
En el Libro de los Nimeros, encontramos a los israelitas en el desierto, sufriendo las mordeduras de serpientes a causa
de sus quejas contra Dios. El Sefor instruye a Moisés a hacer una serpiente de bronce y colocarla en un asta: quienes la
miraban quedaban sanos. Esto prefigura la crucifixion de Cristo, donde al contemplar Su sacrificio recibimos sanacion
espiritual. EI Salmo 78 nos recuerda: “Escucha, pueblo mio, mi ensefianza; inclina tu oido a las palabras de mi boca.”
Como un padre compasivo, Dios muestra constantemente misericordia a pesar de nuestras faltas. El salmista presenta a
Dios como un pastor, que guia a su rebafio con paciencia y comprension. La carta de san Pablo a los Filipenses nos
muestra la humildad suprema de Cristo: siendo Dios, “se despojé de si mismo” para hacerse hombre y aceptar la muerte
de cruz. Como el grano de trigo que debe caer en tierra y morir para dar fruto, la muerte de Cristo da origen a una vida
abundante. El Evangelio de san Juan condensa este misterio: “Porque tanto amé Dios al mundo que entregé a su Hijo
unico.” Asi como Moisés levantd la serpiente, Cristo fue levantado en la cruz para que quienes crean en El tengan vida
eterna. La cruz se convierte en nuestro puente entre la tierra y el cielo, transformandose de simbolo de verglienza en
signo de gloria. Pensemos en cuantas veces en nuestra vida los mayores desafios se convierten en peldafios hacia la
gracia. La Cruz nos ensefa que, en Cristo, nuestro sufrimiento puede transformarse en redencién. Al celebrar la
Exaltacién de la Cruz, que nosotros, como los israelitas, miremos el sacrificio de Cristo con fe, y encontremos en su
poder salvador sanacién y esperanza.
